Reading   

 

The books on the Rewarding Reading list are the ones we would 

recommend all children read. We believe these are some of the 

ōŜǎǘ ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ōƻƻƪǎ ŀǊƻǳƴŘ and we want all our children to 

experience them before they leave primary school. 
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Rewarding Reading   
 Guidance 

All the books on the main Rewarding Reading list are available in school and are marked 

ǿƛǘƘ ōǊƛƎƘǘ ȅŜƭƭƻǿ ǎǘƛŎƪŜǊǎ ŀǘ ǘƘŜ ǘƻǇ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ōƻƻƪΩǎ spine. 

We encourage children to read these books and record them on the Boom Reader app 

(available via RM Unify). Once they have completed a book, they should ask their class 

teacher to check and tick the box next to the book on the list. The children can receive 

rewards when they reach the following milestones: 

10 books read: Rewarding Reading sticker 

25 books read: Rewarding Reading badge 

50 books read: a Rewarding Reading pencil 

100 books read: a book and a Rewarding Reading bookmark 

The Rewarding Reading list starts with easier books that are identified with a lime colour 

band. The difficulty level gradually increases through grey banded books up to the most 

difficult books which are marked with a dark red band. All children can pick books from any 

part of the list. 

All the books below are available at one of our three schools. The colour on the left-hand 

column indicates the age-ƎǊƻǳǇ ǎǘƛŎƪŜǊ ǘƘŀǘ ǿƛƭƭ ōŜ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ ōƻǘǘƻƳ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ōƻƻƪΩǎ ǎǇƛƴŜΦ Some 

of the books are studied as part of our English curriculum but they must be also read 

independently at home in order to qualify. 

Children in KS2 who are still studying phonics should read their RWI book at home as these 

are specially designed to ensure they are readable at that ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ǇƘƻƴƛŎ ƭŜǾŜƭΦ IƻǿŜǾŜǊΣ 

they can also take home a Rewarding Reading book for their parents / carers to read to 

them. At the blue and grey phonics stage, they may be able to read the book themselves.
